SUBSCRIPTION AND ACCESS AGREEMENT
AND TERMS & CONDITIONS
FOR SUBSCRIBERS TO THE PRINT AND ELECTRONIC SERVICES OF CQ PRESS

THIS SUBSCRIPTION AND ACCESS AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) entered into as of o,
200___ (the “Effective Date™) by and between CQ Press (“Licensor”), located at 1255 22™ Street NW, Washington
DC 20037; and Tallahassee Community College on behalf of the College Center for Library Automation and the
participating institutions listed in Appendix A (“Licensee”) intending to be legally bound, for CQ Press to provide to
Licensee, subject to this Agreement, access to the print and electronic materials described in the CQ Electronic
Library purchase order attached.

]

L. Content of Licensed Materials; Grant of License

The materials that are the subject of this Agreement shall consist of [electronic information published or otherwise
made available by Licensor and listed in Appendix A] (hereinafter referred to as the "Licensed Materials").

Licensee and its Authorized Users acknowledge that the copyright and title to the Licensed Materials and any
trademarks or service marks relating thereto remain with Licensor and/or its suppliers. Neither Licensee nor its
Authorized Users shall have right, title or interest in the Licensed Materials except as expressly set forth in this
Agreement.

Licensor hereby grants to Licensee non-exclusive use of the Licensed Materials and the right to provide the
Licensed Materials to Authorized Users in accordance with this Agreement,

In the event Licensor elects to exercise outright purchase rights the optional voting dataset in the CQ Voting and
Elections Collection, all of the terms contained within this agreement will apply, with the provision to include
downloading of the voting dataset to a Licensor electronic file.

II. Delivery/Access of Licensed Materials to Licensee

Licensor will provide the Licensed Materials to the Licensee in the following manner:

Network Access. The Licensed Materials will be stored at one or more Licensor locations in digital form accessible
by telecommunications links between such locations and authorized users of Licensee.

II1. Fees

BILLING. Licensee shall be billed annually, in advance, at rates set forth on the Purchase Order. Payment shall be
due and payable upon receipt of the invoice. Accounts not paid in full within 30 days of the invoice date shall be
considered delinquent, in which case CQP reserves the right to suspend this Agreement and Licensee’s access to the
Publications and Services without further notice. Licensee agrees to bear all reasonable costs, including attorney’s
fees CQP incurs to collect payment due hereunder. Licensor shall make every effort to keep renewal pricing to
reasonable levels. Renewal pricing for comparable content should not significantly increase over previous years’
pricing, adjusting for inflation where necessary. When renewal pricing increases of more than 5% (five percent) are
anticipated, Licensor shall provide notice of increases to Licensee no later than 60 (sixty) days prior to the renewal
date.

TAXES. Except for an Agreement to be fulfilled entirely within the District of Columbia, charges hereunder shall
exclude any state or local sales taxes or other similar charges directly applicable. However, Licensee agrees to
reimburse CQP for any such tax or charge assessed to or levied on CQ Press within ten (10) days of Licensee’s
receipt.

1V. CQ Press Commitment to Customer Service

In order to serve its customers better, and to leverage technology, CQ Press may periodically make changes to the
content, design and delivery of its Publications and Services, as well as to the Additional Terms and Conditions and
TOS. Licensor will provide written notice to Licensee of any changes that materially alter access to or content of the



professional use but in no case for re-sale. In addition, Authorized Users have the right to use, with appropriate
credit, figures, tables and brief excerpts from the Licensed Materials in the Authorized User's own scientific,
scholarly and educational works. In addition, staff at non-affiliated libraries who are participating in collaborative
digital reference services may access the Licensed Materials in order to assist Authorized Users affiliated with the
participating institutions (see Appendix A) who are legitimately allowed access to the database.

Usage Statistics. Licensor confirms that usage statistics covering the online usage of the database(s) included in this

Agreement will be provided. Licensor further confirms that such usage statistics will adhere to the specifications of
the COUNTER Code of Practice, including data elements collected and their definitions; data processing guidelines;
usage report content, format, frequency and delivery method

V1. Access by and Authentication of Authorized Users

Licensee and its Authorized Users shall be granted access to the Licensed Materials pursuant to the following;

IP Addresses. Authorized Users shall be identified and authenticated by the use of Internet Protocol ("IP") addresses
provided by Licensee to Licensor.

Passwords. Authorized Users shall be identified and authenticated by the use of usernames and passwords assigned
by Licensee. Licensee shall be responsible for issuing and terminating passwords, verifying the status of Authorized
Users, providing lists of valid passwords to Licensor and updating such lists on a regular basis.

Referring URL. Authorized Users shall be identified and authenticated by means of referring URL or proxy server.

Developing Protocols. Authorized Users shall be identified and authenticated by such means and protocols as may
be developed during the term of this Agreement.

VII. Specific Restrictions on Use of Licensed Materials

Unauthorized Use. Except as specifically provided elsewhere in this agreement, Licensee shall not knowingly permit
anyone other than Authorized Users to use the Licensed Materials.

Modification of Licensed Materials. Licensee shall not modify or create a derivative work of the Licensed Materials
without the prior written permission of Licensor.

Removal of Copyright Notice. Licensee may not remove, obscure or modify any copyright or other notices included
in the Licensed Materials.

Commercial Purposes. Other than as specifically permitted in this Agreement, Licensee may not use the Licensed
Materials for commercial purposes, including but not limited to the sale of the Licensed Materials or bulk
reproduction or distribution of the Licensed Materials in any form.

VIIL Licensor Performance Obligations

Availability of Licensed Materials. Within 30 days, Licensor shall make the Licensed Materials available to
Licensee and Authorized Users.

Documentation. Licensor will provide and maintain help files and other appropriate user documentation.

Support. Licensor will offer activation or installation support, including assisting with the implementation of any
Licensor software. Licensor will offer reasonable levels of continuing support to assist Licensee and Authorized
Users in use of the Licensed Materials. Licensor will make its personnel available by email, phone or fax 8:30 a.m.
to 5:30 p.m. Eastern Time Monday-Friday for feedback, problem-solving, or general questions.

IX. Licensee Performance Obligations

Provision of Notice of License Terms to Authorized Users. Licensee shall make reasonable efforts to provide
Authorized Users with appropriate notice of the terms and conditions under which access to the Licensed Materials






XXYV. Notices

All notices given pursuant to this Agreement shall be in writing and may be hand delivered, or shall be deemed
received within 10 days after mailing if sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested. If any notice is
sent by facsimile, confirmation copies must be sent by mail or hand delivery to the specified address. Either party
may from time to time change its Notice Address by written notice to the other party. Notices to Licensee shall be
delivered to:
